
 

 

  Ruetz Country Greenhouses & Farm Fresh       
Produce 

 

Back in the late nineties when Paul and Linda 

Ruetz told people they were planning to earn 

their livelihood by growing vegetables, they 

faced some serious skepticism. But now, with 

thirteen successful seasons behind them and a 

total of twenty five acres in production, that 

skepticism is nowhere to be seen.   

 

Both Paul and Linda were raised on farms (Paul 

on a dairy farm near Mildmay and Linda on a 

hog farm near Teeswater) and together they know how to make things grow. Nine acres 

of their 100-acre property are dedicated to peas alone! They have four greenhouses, 

totaling 10,000 square feet of growing area, including 6,000 square feet for tomatoes 

and 4,000 for flowers. They grow beans and peas in succession to ensure a fresh 

summer-long supply and apply white woven row covers for protection from frosts in 

spring, resulting in an extra early crop.  Most vegetables are picked just one day before 

market so customers can be sure they’re getting a fresh product.    

 

There’s no shortage of work with a market garden but Paul and Linda keep the size 

manageable for their family and the right equipment helps too. For example their 

transplanting machine allows them to easily plant 10,000 onions in one day. The four 

Ruetz kids, Justin (14), Jordan (11), Erica (9) and Sabrina (5), who are home-schooled, 

help with everything from transplanting seedlings to sorting cucumbers. In the 2009 

season Justin and Jordan started their own cherry tomato business. They seeded and 

transplanted 1,000 tomatoes, installed hoops, applied row covers, packed boxes, 

attended market days, and sold a season total of 1,000 pints of produce. Ruetz’s 

vegetables and flowers are available at the farm gate.
